| am a working professional bassist in New Orleans, Louisiana. | play many styles of music, but
primarily traditional jazz. | play many variations of traditional jazz from the earliest New Orleans
music through Chicago, New York, Kansas City, Revival-styles, and even European gypsy-swing.
The Real Dixieland book is an outstanding resource for any musician who is getting to know this
repertoire. Many musicians in New Orleans have begun using it on gigs and in rehearsals to get
everyone to agree on often-disputed chord changes, lyrics, and melodies. Unlike other incarnations
of real books, this one has songs that people-- working musicians, ACTUALLY PLAY. It's not just a
dusty old dinosaur scroll of tunes that nobody has ever heard of. These are the traditional jazz tunes
that cats are actually playing every single night of the week.
