There are much more, but those songs were enjoyable to play
because they were familiar and the material in the songs were fun to play. "A Scary Night" was fun
to play because of it was a duet and had a lot of tremolos. Other songs were fun because they had
a familiar tune and were fast.Strictly Strings Book2 also introduces other time signatures, keys, and
notes on the violin. lllustrations are included in this book, which turns out to be very helpful when it
comes to form and posture. The songs gradually get more and more difficult as it progresses. The
end of Book 2 perfectly transitions smoothly into Book3, as expected. Overall, this book is perfect
for violinists who are ready to learn and extend their knowledge. The only negative thing i have to
say about this book is that i wish Strictly Strings complied all these together, because each book is

rather short, consisting of ~40 pages.
